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Abstract

The extended abstract must be within ONE page. Extended abstracts must include sufficient information for reviewers to judge the nature and significance of the topic, the adequacy of the investigative strategy, the nature of the results, and the conclusions. The page layout for this write-up is as follows: Top margin is 2.5 cm whereas bottom margin is approximately to 3.5 cm, and left and right margins are 2 cm respectively. The whole write-up should be no more than ONE page, it must be formatted in Microsoft Word in A4 paper size, single-spaced with size 12 Times New Roman font. Please make sure that there is No tab stops at the beginning of the paragraph, and do not write text in all capital letters. 

Please use Capitalized Each Word for the title with Times New Roman in 16 pt. Do choose a brief title (with maximum of 80 characters) that clearly indicates the content of the contribution. Please avoid abbreviations in the title. Abbreviations may be used in the text if they are defined when first used. Author’s name, affiliation, email address should be included. Each author should be listed as follows: first name, middle initial (if desired), and last name. Next, please include 3 to 5 key-words that can be found in this write-up. They should stand alone as search terms. This could help researchers finding your content.

This extended abstract should summarize the substantive results of the work and not merely list topics to be discussed. A typical extended abstract is an outline/brief summary of your work or your whole project. Please avoid any diagrams, illustrations, tables, references, page numbers, Headers, Footers or graphics. In general, a typical extended abstract should have introduction, body and conclusion. It should have a well-developed paragraph, should be exact in wording, and must be understandable to a wide audience. It should highlight the major points of your research and explain why your work is important; what your purpose was, how you went about your project, what you learned, and what you concluded. If your title includes scientific notation, Greek letters, bold, italics, or other special characters/symbols, do make sure they appear correctly. 

Many readers will only read the abstract or the extended abstract of your work or research. Therefore, it has to be able to stand alone. Please save your file as MS Word format using the following format: ExAbs-YourFirstNameInitial_YourLastName.doc.  (for example, ExAbs-SK_Wong.doc refer to Wong Sew Kin,  ExAbs-A_BinMohdHassan.doc refer to Ali Bin Mohd Hassan) Finally, submit the abstract (1 page) in a DOC or DOCX format, TOGETHER with all the relevant similarity report to skwong@mmu.edu.my for review by 30 September 2022.
